RESOLUTIONAUTHORIZINGTHECITYOFFRIDLEYTOPARTICIPATE
INTHEMINNESOTAGREENSTEPCITIESPROGRAM

WHEREAS,  the NextGenerationEnergyActof2007promptedthecreationofafree
sustainablecitiesprogramthatwouldassistandrecognizecitiesthatwere "greenstars" in
theimplementationofvoluntaryprograms. The2008Legislature, therefore, directedthe
MinnesotaPollutionControlAgency (MPCA), CleanEnergyResourceTeams (CERTS) and
theDivisionofEnergyResourcesattheMinnesotaDepartmentofCommerceto
recommendactionscitiescouldtake.  Abroadcoalitionofpublicandprivatestakeholders
includingtheLeagueofMinnesotaCities, respondedto2008legislationbyestablishingthe
MinnesotaGreenStepCities program whichnowhassixty-nine (69) membercites, including
ColumbiaHeightsandCoonRapids; and

WHEREAS MinnesotaGreenStepCitiesisavoluntaryassistanceandrecognitionprogramto
helpcitiesachievetheirsustainability, energyandquality-of-lifegoals. GreenStepisafree,  
continuousimprovementprogram, administeredbytheMinnesotaPollutionControlAgency,  
basedupon28bestpracticeswhichcanbeimplementedbycompletingoneormoreactionsata
1, 2or3-starlevel, fromalistoffourtoeightactions. TheseactionsaretailoredtoMinnesota
cities, focusoncostsavingsandenergyusereduction, andencouragecivicinnovation and
sustainabledevelopment; and

WHEREAS stepstakentowardsustainablesolutionsaimtoimprovecommunityqualityoflife,  
buildingcommunitycapitalandpreservingresources as thesebestmanagementstepsare
selectedandprioritizedbythemembercities; and

WHEREAS theMinnesotaGreenStepCitiesprogramassistsinfacilitatingtechnicalassistance
fortheimplementationofthesesustainabilitybestpractices forhomes, businessesandthe
municipalityinthefollowingfivecategories: (1) BuildingsandLighting; (2) Transportation; (3)  
LandUse; (4) EnvironmentalManagement; and (5) EconomicandCommunityDevelopment;  
and

WHEREAS theCityofFridleyhasadoptedanActiveTransportationPlanandhasactionsteps
throughout the2030FridleyComprehensivePlan thataredesignedtopromotebicyclingand
walkingasalternativetransportationbestpracticesand;  

WHEREAS theCityofFridleyEnvironmentalQualityandEnergyCommission (EQEC) has
studiedandreceivedpresentationsfromtheGreenStepCitestechnicaladvisorystaffandtheCity
PlanningCommissionhasreviewedandrecommendedthattheCityCouncilapproveandadopt
thisresolution;  
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NOW, THEREFORE, BEITRESOLVED thattheCityCounciloftheCityofFridleyhereby
authorizestheCitytoparticipateintheMinnesotaGreenStepCitiesprogramthatoffersafree,  
voluntarycontinuousimprovementframework. PassageofthisresolutionallowstheCitytobe
recognizedasaStepOneGreenStepCity.  

BEITFURTHERRESOLVED thattheCity:  

1. AppointsKayQualley, CityofFridleyEnvironmentalPlanner, asCitystaffliaisontothe
EQECtoserveastheCity’sGreenStepcoordinatorforbestpractice
documentation/implementationandtheEnvironmentalQualityandEnergyCommission
willservetoevaluateandrecommendbestmanagementpracticestepsforstaffreviewof
thecostsandbenefitsthereinaspartoftheCity’sGreenStepteam; and

2. DirectstheEQECtoconduct, withtheappropriateCitystaff, aninventoryofcompleted,  
plannedanddesiredbestpracticesofaCategory “A” GreenStepCityandtofacilitatethe
involvement ofcommunitymembersandunitsofgovernment asappropriate inthe
planning, promotingand/orenvisioningoftheimplementation ofGreenStepCitiesbest
practices, tobesubmittedtotheCityCouncilbyMarch2015; and

3. GrantstotheGreenStepprogram’sbuildingsadvisorread-onlyaccesstotheCity'sB3
BenchmarkingDatabase soastofacilitateanalysisandcost-savings advicetotheCity
regardingitsbuildings’ energyuse; and

4. Willclaimcreditforanybestpracticesimplemented, working atitsownpace and
priorities towardimplementing GreenStep bestpracticesthatwillresultinenergyuse
reduction, economicsavings, qualityoflifeimprovement, improvementinairqualityand
recognitionbytheLeagueofMinnesotaCitiesasprogresstowardstatusasaStepTwo
GreenStepCity.
